Authentic encounter between persons 
only happens through mutual self-giving: Jesus’ 
self-giving is shown through his gift of the Holy 
Spirit to us; our self-giving is shown when we open 
ourselves to receive that Spirit. Coming to believe 
more deeply  that Jesus is risen and alive is the work 
of the Holy Spirit within and among us. What a 
Gift!
