                                                      Twelfth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
Our readings this week are all about storms. Storms can be very frightening. Hurricanes are much 
worse. People in the Islands remember hurricanes Hugo and Marilyn, and already we're beginning   
another hurricane season. The awesome forces of nature unleashing its power caused fear in many 
hearts, very much like the fear the apostles felt in that boat on the Sea of Galilee in today's Gospel. 
They knew very well the dangers when Jesus suggested that they embark from the Jewish side of the 
lake over to pagan territory. Then Jesus fell sound asleep on a cushion in the stern of the ship. The 
danger was real, and they were terror-stricken. Quickly they awoke Jesus. "Teacher," they cried, "Do 
you not care that we are perishing?" But, at a short command from the Lord of the sea, the waves were 
calmed! They must have been a bit exasperated when Jesus rebuked them for their lack of faith. "Who 
then is this whom even wind and sea obey?" they questioned one another.  
 
How do we react when the storms of life overwhelm us? If the storms are far away, and the thunder a 
distant rumbles, do we at least pray for those in danger? And if the storms are quite close, threatening 
our spiritual well-being, do we take God's hand and trust? How about physical harm? Are they threats 
to our health or to our very life? No matter what kind of storm we face, there is nothing that a rocklike 
faith cannot get us through! Even if we think God is sleeping or unconcerned, He's very aware of our 
need. 
 
Above all, let's remember that even Job in today's first reading was tempted to think God was unfair, 
and decided to take him to court! God will never try us beyond our endurance, but will take issue with 
danger and rescue us from harm. We have another intercessor as well. When storms threaten, look to 
Mary, star of the sea. Try her! She will not fail to hear our prayers.

Dear Brothers and Sisters, Good morning! 

 

Today I would like to take up the theme of guardian-

ship under a particular aspect: 

the educational aspect. We look to Joseph as the 

model educator, who watches over and accompa-

nies Jesus as he grows ñin wisdom, age and graceò, 

as the Gospel says. He was not Jesusô father: the fa-

ther of Jesus was God, but he was a father to Jesus, 

he was a father to Jesus in order to help him grow. 

And how did he help him grow? In wisdom, age and 

grace. 

 

Let us begin with age, which is the most natural di-

mension, physical and psychological growth. Joseph 

together with Mary, cared for Jesus above all from 

this point of view, that is he ñraisedò him, taking care 

that he lacked nothing he needed for healthy devel-

opment. Let us not forget that guarding faithfully 

over the Childôs life also entailed the Flight to Egypt, 

the harsh experience of living as refugees ð Joseph 

was a refugee with Mary and Jesus ð so as to escape 

the threat of Herod. Then, once they had returned 

home and were settled in Nazareth, there was a long 

period in Jesusô life spent with his family. In those 

years Joseph instructed Jesus in his work, and Jesus 

learned to be a carpenter with his father Joseph. 

Thus Joseph raised Jesus. 

 

Let us move to the second dimension of his educa-

tion: ñwisdomò. Joseph was for Jesus the example 

and the teacher of the wisdom that is nourished by 

the Word of God. We could ponder how Joseph 

formed the little Jesus to listen to the Sacred Scrip-

tures, above all by accompanying him on Saturday to 

the Synagogue in Nazareth. Joseph accompanied Je-

sus so that he would listen to the Word of God in the 

Synagogue. 

 

 

And lastly, the dimension of ñgraceò. St Luke always 

says of Jesus: ñthe favour of God was upon 

himò (2:40). Here, of course, the role reserved to St 

Joseph is more limited than it was in the area of age  

and wisdom. But it would be a grave error to think 

that a father and mother can do grow in age, to 

grow in wisdom and to grow in grace: this is the 

work Joseph did with Jesus, to help him grow in 

these three ways, to aid his growth.  

 

Dear brothers and sisters, Josephôs mission is cer-

tainly unique and unrepeatable, because Jesus is 

absolutely unique. And yet, in his guardianship of 

Jesus, forming him to grow in age, wisdom and 

grace, he is a model for every educator, especially 

every father. St Joseph is the model of the educator 

and the dad, the father. I, therefore, entrust to his 

protection, all parents, priests ð who are fathers ð 

and those who have an educational role in the 

Church and in society. In a special way, I would like 

to greet today, being fathersô day, all parents, all 

fathers: I greet you from the heart! Letôs see: are 

there any fathers in the square? Raise your hands, 

dads! Look, there are many fathers! Best wishes, 

best wishes to you on your day! I ask for you the 

grace to be ever closer to your children, allow them 

to grow, but be close, close! They need you, your 

presence, your closeness, your love. May you be for 

them as St Joseph was: guardians of their growth in 

age, wisdom and grace.  

 

May you guard them on their journey: be educators 

and walk with them. And by this closeness you will 

be true educators. Thank you for all you do for your 

children: thank you. Best wishes to you, and a 

happy fathersô day to all fathers here, and to all fa-

thers. May St Joseph bless you and accompany you. 

Some of us have lost our dad, he has passed away, 

the Lord has called him; many in this square do not 

have their dad still with them. We can pray for all 

the fathers of the world, for the fathers living and 

deceased, as well as our own, and we can do it to-

gether, each one remembering his or her own fa-

ther whether he be living or dead. And let us pray 

to the great Father of us all, the Father. An  Our Fa-

ther for our fathers:  Our Father.... Best wishes to 

fathers!
