                                            Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time  
 

How often we worry ourselves sick over some deadlineña report that is due, an inspection of 

our work, a tough decision about our futureñonly to wonder the next day why we were so upset 

and nervous. We get all "fussed up" over nothing. And to what purpose! It only robs us of sleep 

and peace of mind, and doesn't really change the situation.  

 

How must Peter have felt after Jesus calmed the storm? Of course he must have felt relieved, 

but probably a bit foolish and embarrass. "O you of little faith!" trusting in God is easier said 

than done. When the doctor tells us we might have a tumor, or the boss tells us our job may be 

terminated, there's reason for concern. But if we fall to pieces over the news, then there's 

something we lackñnamely, courage and confidence in God! Is God in charge, or is He not?  

 

And think of Elijah in today's first reading! Elijah's whole challenge to the prophets of Baal took 

immense courage. Some would label it foolhardy. He told the King to set up two sacrifices, one 

to Baal, and one to the God of Israel. It was a test of which deity would send down fire from 

heaven to consume the sacrifices. To make it more difficult, Elijah dumped water on his offer-

ing. What a risk he took! After all, what if God didn't go for that kind of challengeñto set on fire 

some soaked oblations placed on top of thoroughly soaked wood!  

 

Of course, God did meet the challenge. People, prayer, and especially God's grace can provide 

us with fast soul food. The best soul food is the Eucharist. God tells us over and over again, 

"Come, all you who are weary, and I will refresh you." When we have been strengthened by the 

Body and Blood of Jesus, we know that Jesus is with us in our difficulties. What seemed so 

frightening often shrinks into small concern.

óThe Event Offers Us a Message of Hope: It Invites Us to Encounter Je-

sus, to Be at the Service of Brethrenô 

 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, good morning! 

This Sunday the liturgy celebrates the feast of 

the Lordõs Transfiguration. Todayõs Gospel tells 

us that the Apostles Peter, James and John were 

witnesses of this extraordinary event. Jesus took 

them with Him òand led them up a high moun-

tain by themselvesó (Matthew 17:1) and, while 

He was praying, His face changed in aspect, 

shining like the sun, and His garments became 

white as light. Then Moses and Elijah appeared, 

talking with Him. At this point, Peter said to Je-

sus: òLord, it is well that we are here; if you wish, 

I will make three booths here, one for you and 

one for Moses and one for Elijahó (v. 4). He had-

nõt finished speaking when a bright cloud over-

shadowed them. 

The event of the Lordõs Transfiguration offers us 

a message of hope ð we will be like this, with 

Him ð: it invites us to encounter Jesus, to be at 

the service of brethren.  

The disciplesõ ascent of Mount Tabor induces us 

to reflect on the importance of being detached 

from worldly things, to undertake the way on 

high and contemplate Jesus. Itõs about disposing 

ourselves to an attentive and prayerful listening 

of Christ, the Beloved Son of the Father, seeking 

intimate moments of prayer, which make possi-

ble the docile and joyful reception of the Word of 

God. In this spiritual ascent, in this detachment 

from worldly things, we are called to rediscover 

the peaceful and regenerating silence of medita-

tion of the Gospel, of the reading of the Gospel, 

which leads to a rich goal of beauty, splendor 

and joy. And when we do this, with the bible in 

hand, in silence, we begin to feel this inner  

beauty, this joy that the Word of God generates 

in us. In this perspective, summertime is a 

providential moment to grow in our commit-

ment to seek and encounter the Lord. In this 

period, students are free from school commit-

ments and many families take their vacations; it 

is important that, during the period of rest and 

detachment from daily occupations, the 

strength of body and soul can be restored, 

deepening the spiritual journey. 

At the end of the wonderful experience of the 

Transfiguration, the disciples came down from 

the mountain (Cf. v. 9) with transfigured eyes 

and heart from the encounter with the Lord. It is 

the way that we can also undertake. The ever 

more alive rediscovery of Jesus is not an end in 

itself but induces us to òcome down from the 

mountain,ó recharged with the strength of the 

Divine Spirit, to take new steps of genuine con-

version and to witness charity constantly, as law 

of daily life. Transformed by the presence of 

Christ and the ardor of His word, we will be a 

concrete sign of the vivifying love of God for all 

our brethren, especially those that suffer, all 

those that find themselves in solitude and 

abandonment, the sick and the multitude of 

men and women that, in various parts of the 

world, are humiliated by injustice, arrogance 

and violence. 

Heard in the Transfiguration is the voice of the 

Father who says: òThis is my beloved Son, with 

whom I am well pleased; listen to Him!ó (v. 5). 

We look at Mary, Listening Virgin, always ready 

to receive and keep in her heart every word of 

her divine Son (Cf. Luke 1:51). May our Mother 

and Mother of God help us to be attuned to the 

Word of God, so that Christ becomes the light 

and guide of our whole life. We entrust to her 

everyoneõs vacation; may it be serene and prof-

itable, but especially the summer of those that 

canõt have a vacation because of impediments 

of age, health or work reasons, financial restric-

tions and other problems, so that it is, in any 

case, a time of relaxation, gladdened by the 

presence of friends and happy moments.
