How many times have we said to a small child, "Now, close your eyes and don't peek?" Then, as we 

bring out the birthday gift he has wanted so badly, we say, "Now, open your eyes!"

The final phase of preparation for Christmas begins with the first of the 

great O Antiphons of Advent on the evening of December 17.  These 

prayers are seven jewels of liturgical song, one for each day until Christ-

mas Eve.  They seem to sum up all our Advent longing for the Savior.

O WISDOM, who came from the mouth of the Most High, reaching from 

end to end and ordering all things mightily and sweetly:  Come, and teach 

us the way of prudence. 

Sirach 24:2; Wisdom 8:1.  Symbols:  oil lamp, open book. 

O LORD AND RULER of the House of Israel, who  appeared to Moses 

in the flame of the burning bush and gave him the law on Sinai:  Come, 

and redeem us with outstretched arm. 

Exodus 3:2, 20:1. Symbols: burning bush, stone tablets. 

O ROOT OF JESSE, who stands for an ensign of the people, before who 

kings shall keep silence and unto whom the Gentiles shall make supplica-

tion:  Come to deliver us, and tarry out. 

Isaiah 11:1-3., 10 Symbol:  vine or plant in flower,  especially a rose. 

O KEY OF DAVID , and Scepter of the House of Israel, who opens and 

no man shuts, who shuts and no man opens:  Come, and bring forth the 

captive from his prison, he who sits in darkness and in the shadow of 

death. 

Isaiah 22:22.  Symbols:  key; broken chains. 

O DAWN OF THE EAST, brightness of the light eternal, and Sun of 

Justice:  Come, and enlighten them that sit in darkness and in the shadow 

of death. 

Psalm 19:6-7. Symbol: rising sun. 

O KING OF THE GENTILES and their desired One, the Cornerstone 

that makes both one:  Come, and deliver man, whom You formed out of 

the dust of the earth. 

Psalm 2:7-8, Ephesians 2:14-20.  Symbols, Crown, scepter. 

O EMMANUEL, God with us, our King and Lawgiver, the expected of 

the nations and their Savior:  Come to save us, O Lord our God. 

Isaiah 7:14; 33:22.  Symbols:  tablets of stone, Chalice and Host.

HOMILY OF HIS HOLINESS POPE FRANCIS 

Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception 

Inauguration of the Jubilee of Mercy 

December 8, 2015 

 

 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
In a few moments I will have the joy of opening the 
Holy Door of Mercy. We carry out this act, so                     
simple yet so highly symbolic, in the light of the 
word of God which we have just heard. That word 
highlights the  primacy of grace . Again and again 
these readings make us think of the words by 
which the angel Gabriel told an astonished young 
girl of the mystery which was about to enfold her: 
ñHail, full of graceò (Lk 1:28). 
 
The Virgin Mary was called to rejoice above all                
because of what the Lord accomplished in her. 
Godôs grace enfolded her and made her worthy of 
becoming the Mother of Christ. When Gabriel                 
entered her home, even the most profound and                
impenetrable of mysteries became for her a cause 
for joy, faith and abandonment to the message             
revealed to her. The fullness of grace can                    
transform the human heart  and enable it to do 
something so great as to change the course of                 
human history.  
 
The feast of the Immaculate Conception expresses 
the grandeur of Godôs love. Not only does he        
forgive sin, but in Mary he even averts the original 
sin present in every man and woman who comes 
into this world. This is  the love of God which                
precedes, anticipates and saves. The beginning of 
the history of sin in the Garden of Eden yields to a 
plan of saving love. The words of Genesis reflect 
our own daily experience: we are constantly 
tempted to disobedience, a disobedience expressed 
in wanting to go about our lives without regard for 
Godôs will. This is the enmity which keeps striking 
at peopleôs lives, setting them in opposition to 
Godôs plan.  Yet the history of sin can only be                   
understood in the light of Godôs love and forgive-
ness. Were sin the only thing that mattered, we 
would be the most desperate of creatures. But the 
promised triumph of Christôs love enfolds every-
thing in the Fatherôs mercy. The word of God which 
we have just heard leaves no doubt about this. The 
Immaculate Virgin stands before us as a privileged 

This Extraordinary Holy Year is itself a gift of 
grace. To pass through the Holy Door means to 
rediscover the infinite mercy of the Father who 
welcomes everyone and goes out personally to 
encounter each of them. This will be a year in 
which we grow ever more convinced of Godôs 
mercy .  How much wrong we do to God and his 
grace when we speak of sins being punished by 
his judgment before we speak of their being                      
forgiven by his mercy (cf. Saint Augustine, De 
Praedestinatione Sanctorum , 12, 24)! But that is 
the truth. We have to put mercy before                         
judgment, and in any event Godôs judgment will                           
always be in the light of his mercy. In passing 
through the Holy Door, then, may we feel 
that  we ourselves are part of this mystery of 
love. Let us set aside all fear and dread, for these 
do not befit men and women who are loved.                
Instead, let us experience the joy of encounter-
ing that grace which transforms all things . 
 
Today, as we pass through the Holy Door, we 
also want to remember another door, which 50 
years ago the Fathers of the Second Vatican 
Council opened to the world. This anniversary 
cannot be remembered only for the legacy of the 
Councilôs documents, which testify to a great                
advance in faith. Before all else, the Council was 
an encounter. A genuine encounter between the 
church and the men and women of our time . An 
encounter marked by the power of the Spirit, 
who impelled the church to emerge from the 
shoals which for years had kept her self-enclosed 
so as to set out once again, with enthusiasm, on 
her missionary journey. It was the resumption of 
a journey of encountering people where they 
live: in their cities and homes, in their                          
workplaces. Wherever there are people, the 
church is called to reach out to them and to 
bring the joy of the Gospel. After these decades, 
we again take up this missionary drive with the 
same power and enthusiasm.  
 
The Jubilee challenges us to this openness, and 
demands that we not neglect the spirit which 
emerged from Vatican II, the spirit of the                   
Samaritan , as Blessed Paul VI expressed it at 
the conclusion of the Council. May our passing 
through the Holy Door today commit us to                 
making our own the mercy of the Good                
Samaritan.  Amen.
